TRANSFIGURATION Intriguingly, when Peter is giving encouragement to the new
Christians he refers back to this experience in today’s second
reading. He suggests that we can all have this grace of
illumination: So we have the prophetic message more fully
confirmed. You will do well to be attentive to this as to a lamp
shining in a dark place, until the day dawns and the morning
star rises in your hearts (2 Peter 16ff).

The Gospel gives us Matthew’s account of what we have
come to call the Transfiguration. Again we have the
language of spiritual experience in its different aspects:
seeing the Divine aura, the connection with the Law & the
Prophets, wanting to stay in a comfortable “place”, being
drawn further into the mystery of Christ — the “cloud”, the
shadow, the Voice, the revelation, the counsel of wisdom When we begin to be open to the heavenly realms

— “Listen to him”, the reaction of fear, Jesus’s reassurance [ within the mystery of our being, or when we are awakened to
—“Do not be afraid”, Jesus now seen alone, the command [ this, we begin to experience the transfiguring of our mortal
of Jesus: Tell no one until the Son of Man has risen. nature. This is the simple, humble joy of realising God is with
us in the “earthen vessel” of our humanity in all its weakness
and in all the ordinary and sometimes extraordinary things
we do. The awakening happens by the action of God’s Spirit.
It happens when we are ready. It is not something that is in
our control. This is what Eucharist celebrates, expresses and
realises: “By the mystery of this water and wine, may we
come to share in the Divinity of Christ, who humbled himself
to share in our humanity” (Prayer said when the water is
added to the wine). (DMA)

God has taken Peter, James & John way out of their
comfort zone. They realise Jesus is not just another
prophet like Moses & Elijah. They could settle down to
that quite easily. No, the Law and the Prophets have done
their work. They now fade away. The old religion is now
an empty shell, a vacated cocoon, an empty tomb. Only
trusting, having faith in God, guides them through the
fear, the shadow and the cloud. It is anything but
certainty, clarity and self-assurance. It is incomplete,
imperfect, “through a glass darkly”.
