THE GENERAL DATA PROTECTION REGULATION (GDPR) will take effect
in the UK in May 2018. It replaces the existing law on data protection
(the Data Protection Act 1998) and gives individuals more rights and
protection in how their personal data is used by organisations. Parishes
must comply with its requirements, just like any other charity or
organisation.

The law is complex, but there are a number of underlying principles,
including that personal data -i.e. information relating to a living
individual, who can be identified directly from that data or indirectly by
reference to other data held must be:

1. processed lawfully, fairly and transparently- ‘processed’ is anything
done with/to personal data, including storing it.

2. only used for a specific processing purpose that the data subject
(that’s you) has been made aware of.

3. collected on a data subject (that’s you) should be “adequate, relevant
and limited.” i.e. only the minimum amount of data should be kept for
specific processing.

4. accurate and where necessary kept up to date.

5. stored for no longer than is necessary, and that storage is safe and
secure.

The data controller (the PP as an agent of the Diocese) is the person who
determines the how and what of data processing in a parish.

GDPR builds on existing Data Protection legislation and on the
good practices we are all already applying in our parish- we take care of
people’s data and aim to be good stewards of it, although there are
some changes under the new law that we all need to make on how we
do things. So far: The Diocese has requested we complete a Data
Protection Audit of our three churches and this has been completed and
sent to the Diocese. Fr David and Linda Guilding have attended the first
Diocesan training session on GDPR. We now await the next stage of the
process from the Diocese which will release more information. This
should be available over the coming weeks. Watch this space!.
